CyberEmotions Datasets
The CyberEmotions datasets are collections of data that have been retrieved from the web for use in academic research. Each dataset consists of a collection of text from one type of web site. Some of the datasets also have a sample that has been classified for strength of positive and negative sentiment by three human coders. The datasets can be completely classified for positive and negative sentiment strength using SentiStrength available at http://sentistrength.wlv.ac.uk. 
The datasets are available subject to the following conditions. 

· The datasets may be used only by members of the team or researcher described below and not passed on to third parties. 

· No part of the data may be posted on the web, intranet, extranet or anywhere else accessible to people not covered by this agreement with the exception of small extracts according to the terms outlined in the next point. 

· If the datasets are used in published academic research then small extracts may be included in any publication for illustrative purposes as long as no inferences are made about the originator of the text, such as their personality, competence or emotional state in a way that would allow the identification of that person (e.g., by searching for the phrase in Google). 

· The data must not be used in the development of marketing campaigns or for purposes likely to be detrimental to the authors of the original texts. 
· The datasets must be deleted if requested within one week of receipt of a request. This request might be to delete the information about an individual user or to delete the entire dataset.
